In the story, we see how the rich man living a
life of comfort and ease is oblivious
to the struggles of Lazarus at his
doorway. How often did he step
over him or look away? He would
have known the teachings of the
prophets, how could he

have knowledge of the words of
Amos that we heard today and not
been moved to help? One of the great themes of Luke’s
Gospel is reversal, God puts down the arrogant and rais-
es the lowly, and he feeds the hungry. If we seek to live
in the love of God, then we must be willing to share
love with others. If we wish to experience the love of
God, let us begin by becoming a people

of love and showing that love through our word, our
choices, and our actions.
