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Pastor’s Message

Dear Parishioners:

In today’s readings, we hear two stories about miraculous feedings. In the first reading, the
prophet Elisha feeds 100 people with only 20 barley loaves and some ears of fresh grain. In the
Gospel reading, Jesus feeds 5, 000 from only five barley leaves and two fish. Each week, when
we celebrated the Eucharist, God does the same for us. We bring forth and offering of bread
and wine, “fruit of the earth and work of human hands,” and they become for us he body and
blood of Christ. If we receive the Holy Eucharist with the proper disposition, we are united not
only to Christ, but in Christ to one another, as one body. This is Paul’s message in his Letter to the Ephesians, as he
urges them to preserve the unity of the Spirit. As we prepare our hearts to receive the Eucharist today, we offer our
gifts to God, so that they may be multiplied and that we may become Christ’s body, united in our one faith as a sign
of our one Lord, who is over all and through all and in all.
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First Reading: A man came from Baal-shalishah bringing to Elisha,
the man of God, twenty barley loaves made from the firstfruits,
and fresh grain in the ear. Elisha said, "Give it to the people to eat."
But his servant objected, "How can | set this before a hundred peo-
ple?" Elisha insisted, "Give it to the people to eat." "For thus says
the LORD, 'They shall eat and there shall be some left over."
And when they had eaten, there was some left over, as the LORD

had said. (2 Kgs 4:42-44)

Psalm: The hand of the Lord feeds us; he answers all our needs.
(Ps145:10-11, 15-16,17-18)

Second Reading: Brothers and sisters: |, a prisoner for the Lord,
urge you to live in a manner worthy of the call you have received,
with all humility and gentleness, with patience, bearing with one
another through love, striving to preserve the unity of the spirit
through the bond of peace: one body and one Spirit, as you were
also called to the one hope of your call; one Lord, one faith, one
baptism; one God and Father of all, who is over all and through all

Gospel: Jesus went across the Sea of Galilee. A large crowd fol-
lowed him, because they saw the signs he was performing on the
sick. Jesus went up on the mountain, and there he sat down with
his disciples. The Jewish feast of Passover was near. When Jesus
raised his eyes and saw that a large crowd was coming to him,

he said to Philip, "Where can we buy enough food for them to
eat?" He said this to test him, because he himself knew what he
was going to do. Philip answered him, "Two hundred days' wages
worth of food would not be enough for each of them to have a
little." One of his disciples, Andrew, the brother of Simon Peter,
said to him, "There is a boy here who has five barley loaves and
two fish; but what good are these for so many?" Jesus said, "Have
the people recline." ... (Jn 6:1-15 )
